Sauvignon Blanc  
 
Astrolabe Marlborough     68  15 
Medium bodied with white peach, gooseberry and citrus flavours. A dry mineral 
finish. Consistently one of New Zealand’s best Sauvignon Blanc’s. 
 
Dog Point Marlborough      57  13.5 
A generous, full bodied wine displaying an excellent balance of fruit and acidity 
with a fine citrus infused finish. 
 
The Ned Marlborough      49  11 
A wine of pristine fruit purity. It displays aromas and flavours of subtle lime, red 
capsicum, gooseberry, blackcurrant and fine minerality. This single vineyard wine 
has subtle fruit sweetness against acidity, giving a soft yet dry finish. Simply 
superb! 
 
Trinity Hill Hawke’s Bay      45  10 
Gentle flavours and aromas of citrus, passion fruit and nectarine compliment the 
distinct aroma of gooseberries. A mineral character lends a Sancerre-like character 
to the wine. 
 
Kopiko Bay Marlborough      39 8.5 
Classic Marlborough Sauvignon Blanc. Bright, ripe gooseberry aromatics with a 
guava and ripe tropical melon flavours supported with an effortless acidity leaving a 
long lasting taste. 
 
Selaks Breeze – Sparkling Sauvignon Blanc  39 8.5 
Full in flavour but light in alcohol. At only 9% a great option for lunchtime meals or for 
those watching their weight. Varietal characters of gooseberries and citrus with a hint 
of passion fruit.

Chardonnay  
 
Kumeu River Estate Kumeu    69 15 
A classic Chardonnay with many awards. All grapes are hand harvested. This wine 
is fermented for 11 months in oak barrels. Scented of white peaches and golden 
delicious apples with underlying hints of orange peel, lime blossoms and fresh 
cream. Medium bodied with great tension in the mouth. Creamy peach and 
butterscotch layers. 
 
The Kings Series ‘Bastard’ Marlborough   54  12 
This wine is complex & full. It has a wonderful palate that is structured with layers of 
fig and cashew supported by subtle oak spice. It is a wine of depth and 
flavour with a lingering palate of rich ripe tropical flavours. 
 
Trinity Hill Hawke’s Bay      45  10 
Fresh fruit characters from Hawke’s Bay chardonnay such as grapefruit and melon 
are unencumbered with the minimal use of oak, in a Chablis vein. The wine is rich 
and round, with soft acidity and attractive sweet fruit. 
 
Kopiko Bay Marlborough     39 8.5 
Soft, ripe pineapple and apricot aromas combined with elegant length and subtle oak 
nuances supporting superb palate weight.

Pinot Gris  
 
Mt Difficulty Central Otago     57  12.5 
Aromas of nectarine and peach blossom mingled with Bon Chretien pear in this 
exquisite wine from one of New Zealand’s leading producers of quality pinot. The 
palate displays luscious fruit in the same vein, while the mid palate is full, creamy 
and well textured.  
 
The Ned Marlborough      48  11 
Pear drop, white blossom and nectarine aromas and flavours support this wine 
displaying purity and energy. Dry in style this memorable wine has been left with a 
hint of blush. 
 
Trinity Hill Hawke’s Bay      45  10 
Flavours and aromas of Nashi pear and spice are evident. The rich texture and 
fullness, even though the wine is essentially dry, are the result of ripe grapes. 
 
Kopiko Bay Marlborough     39 8.5 
Aromas of white pear and peach with a spiciness that flows through onto a sublimely 
balanced palate, seamless and refreshing.

Rosé  
 
Esk Valley Hawkes Bay     55 12 
Widely regarded as New Zealand’s premium rose having won awards every year 
since its first vintage in 1991. Aromas of strawberries and red fruits predominate with 
a hint of spice adding complexity. Made with Merlot and Cabernet Franc grapes.  
 
Lawson’s Dry Hills Marlborough    49  10.5 
Harvested from low yielding Pinot Noir vines and picked early to retain abundant fruit 
characters and crisp acidity. Delicious strawberry and cream aromas lead to a dry, 
elegant palate that has lovely concentration and length.

Riesling 
 
Mt Difficulty Target Gully Central Otago   55  12 
This is a light style wine with good mid palate weight and plenty of finesse. Lime and 
mineral flavours with a floral and stone fruit nose. 
 
 
Gewurztraminer   
 
Te Whare Ra Toru Marlborough     55  12 
Toru is Maori for 3 and this combination of Gewürztraminer, Pinot Gris and Riesling 
is full of flavour and an absolute delight. Intensely perfumed with a multi layered 
palate and flavours of mango, fresh pear, citrus, red apple and lychee with a 
lingering spiciness. Great length of flavour. Organic. 
 
Penny Gold Waitaki Valley     48  10.5 
Gewürztraminer/Pinot Gris combination. Intoxicating sweet pear and guava lure the 
senses to a succulent, juicy palate of crushed apple with a refreshing hint of lime.

Trinity Hill Noble Viogner 375ml Bottle Hawkes Bay  69  15

Merlot and Merlot Blends  
 
Huntaway Merlot Cabernet Hawkes Bay   57  12.5 
Deep ruby in colour, this wine shows a rich and complex bouquet of dark plum, 
berry, cassis and spicy fruit. The palate is medium bodied with a core of ripe, spicy 
fruit enhanced with cherry oak and shows exceptional length of flavour. 
 
Trinity Hill Hawke’s Bay      45  10 
The leather and plum aromas are typical of Merlot, with dark chocolate flavours and 
aromas also showing, resulting in a gentle fruit dominant wine. 
 
 
Cabernet Sauvignon  
 
Angus The Bull South Australia    52 11 
Ripe black fruits with rich dark chocolate and vanillin smoky oak aromas. Medium to 
full bodied palate weight, characterised by firm tannins and a savoury masculine 
finish.
